PRELIMINARY

Short Title: This amendment may be cited as Isaac Regional Planning Scheme — Administrative Amendment 1
Adoption: Isaac Regional Council adopted this planning scheme amendment on 28 May 2024.
Commencement: This amendment took effect on 1 July 2024.

LEGISLATION

An Administrative Amendment is undertaken pursuant to Planning Act 2016 section 20 and the Minister’s Guidelines and Rules ver 2.0 (MGR). The MGR set out the process
for an Administrative Amendment in Chapter 2 Part 1 ‘Administrative Amendment’. Matters that constitute an Administrative Amendment are set out in Schedule 1 ‘Types of
planning instrument amendments’ are set out below:

For Chapter 2, Part 1, an administrative amendment to a planning scheme is an amendment that—
a) the local government is satisfied corrects or changes—
i. an explanatory matter about the instrument;
ii. the format or presentation of the instrument;
iii. a spelling, grammatical or mapping error in the instrument that does not materially affect the remainder of the instrument;
iv. a factual matter incorrectly stated in the instrument;
v. a redundant or outdated term in the instrument;
vi. inconsistent numbering of provisions in the instrument;
vii. cross-references in the instrument; or
b) the local government makes to—
i. reflect an amendment to the regulated requirements under the Planning Act and used in the planning scheme; or
ii. amend a statement that a regional plan or the SPP is appropriately integrated, in whole or in part, in the planning scheme, if the Minister has advised the local
government that the planning scheme appropriately integrates the regional plan or the SPP
